The Hamilton Niagara Haldimand Brant (including the communities of 
Burlington & Norfolk) Nurse-Led Outreach Team incorporates Clinical Care, 
Capacity Building and Leadership into a framework to support and maintain long 
term care home (LTCH) residents in their homes while promoting appropriate 
utilization of Emergency Departments and decreasing length of stay for hospital 
inpatients from LTC as primary foci.   
 
JOB SUMMARY: 
The incumbents will work as part of the broader LHIN-wide Outreach Team of 
currently 8 NPs  and 1 educator providing support to LTC homes and their 
community partners in the adoption, implementation and ongoing use of Ontario 
Telemedicine Network (OTN) technology for clinical consultation as part of a 
LHIN wide structure. The role requires consultation at multiple Long Term Care 
Home and community partner sites over the week. Office is based out of Shalom 
Village LTC home. 
 
Registered Nurses will practice within the parameters of legislation, regulations 
and facility mandates that govern RN practice.  Registered Nurses are required 
to collaborate with a variety of health care professionals and services including 
LTCH physicians, Geriatric Mental Health Outreach teams, community primary 
care providers, Emergency Medicine and acute care hospital teams.
